CONCERNING OUR “MINISTRY” IN THE CHURCH...

CONCERNING OUR “MISSION” IN THE WORLD...

. Our "MINISTRY in the church” is not the same as our "MISSION in the world.”

. Fulfilling our “ministry in the church” does not us from fulfilling our “mission in the
world.”

. We have all been given the same I *To fulfill the "WORK of the LORD!" Or... *To MAKE
DISCIPLES!

. This is the real essence of GOAL #4-
Establish your disciple as an active participant of the WORK of the LORD!

2. The "work of the Lord” involves three things:

a. (evangelism)John 17:6 - “| have manifested thy name...”

*Evangelism is winning someone to Christ. It is the communication of the gospel to a lost person that results in
their salvation. It is where the ministry of discipleship begin!

. 1 Tim 1:15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to

save sinners; of whom | am chief.

b. (Edification) John 17:8 - “I have given them the words...” *Edification is the process of building
the Word of God into a disciple’s life
that results in their spiritual growth.



C. (Equipping) John 17:18 - “I have sent them ... into the world.”

*Equipping is the preparation of a discipler that results in their being sent into the world (their spirit influence) for
the purpose of winning, building, and sending others.

Eph 4:11 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors
and teachers; 12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body

of Christ:
